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Although Englishhasbecometheleadingcommercialand diplomaticlanguage of
thetwenty-firstcenturys,modernlanguage study willbe ofincreasingimportance
intheyears ahead.As technology continues to conquer the obstacles of time and
space, the outlook is for even greater travel,commerce,and cultural exchange
between the Upper Midwest and the rest of the world.

Minnesota State University, Mankato does not offer a degree in Modern Lan-
guages per se. Students may, however, pursue BA or BS degrees in French,
German, or Spanish; BS degrees in teaching French, German, or Spanish; or
a BS degree in teaching English as a Second Language. Russian, Latin, and
Japanese courses are also offered At Gustavus Aldphus but are not part of any
specific academic program.

Designed to introduce students to
fundamental theories and methods of teaching speakers of otherlanguagesina
variety of contexts, focusing on some of the major theories in this field as well
as practical issues and applications of theory in a wide range of settings.

Treats the skills of listening, speaking, reading, writing,and vocabulary use in a
variety of contexts.
