The social studies program is designed to pre pare stu dents to teach secondary social 
studies.  This chal leng ing program draws upon faculty from nine ar eas (an thro -
pol o gy, economics, ethnic studies, ge og ra phy, his to ry, po lit i cal sci ence, psychol-
ogy, so ci ol o gy and wom en’s studies) and works with the College of Ed u ca tion to 
pro mote ef fec tive teach ing prac tice for fu ture and in-service teach ers. 

A non-teaching major in social studies is also offered, and provides the stu dent an 
opportunity to cre ate a pro gram to meet her or his personal academic needs.  

Admission to Major is granted by the program.  Min i mum university ad mis sion 
requirements are:
- a minimum of 32 earned se mes ter credit hours.
- a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.00 (C).

Pref er ence for ad mis sion to the pro gram is giv en to stu dents who have a 3.0 
GPA and who have had sig nifi   cant glo bal, multicultural, civic, and com mu ni ty 
service ex pe ri ence.  Students are en cour aged to work closely with their advisor 
to pre pare for ad mis sion to the social studies pro gram.

SOCIAL STUDIES BS (50 credits)

Required for Major (Social Studies Con cen tra tion, 24 credits):
A minimum of 24 credits (of which 15 need to be up per division) must be taken in 
one of the fol low ing social stud ies areas: anthropology, economics, ethnic studies, 
ge og ra phy, history, political science, psy chol o gy, so ci ol o gy, or wom en’s studies.  
Stu dents taking the history option are required to take at least six cred its from 
each of the following areas: Europe, Third World (i.e., Latin America, Middle 
East, Asia and Af ri ca) and United States.

Required for Major (General Social Studies, 26 cred its):
A minimum of 26 credits (of which 16 need to be up per division) must be 
taken on a widely distributed basis from the social sciences and history out side 
the area of con cen tra tion selected above and/or from the in ter dis ci pli nary 
programs of ethnic studies, urban stud ies or wom en’s stud ies.  Students are 
encouraged to take a mixture of courses that refl ect a global and multicultural 
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un der stand ing.

Required Minor: None.

Students should enroll in SOST 299, in de pen dent study, in the subsequent se-
mester to de clar ing the so cial stud ies non-teaching major.  Stu dents in SOST 299 
will work with the social studies co or di na tor to defi ne personal learning goals 
and objectives and may begin the de vel op ment of a personal learning port fo lio.  
In the senior year, the student should take SOST 499.  Stu dents in SOST 499 
will complete their learn ing port fo lio un der the guid ance of the social studies 
coordinator and formalize post-graduation plans.

SOST 200 (2) Introduction to Social Studies
Acquaints students majoring in social studies (teaching) with the social stud-
 ies major and fundamental ideas that will help students integrate what they are 
learn ing in social sciences and history within the context of secondary social 
studies class room.
