The K-12 and Secondary Programs department pre pares undergraduate and gradu-
ate students for initial li cen sure as professional educators in K-12, mid dle and 
high school classrooms. Program emphasis is placed upon facilitating stu dents 
to gain the knowl edge, skills, and dispositions needed to function ef fec tive ly in 
diverse education settings.

This section describes ONLY the professional ed u ca tion requirements for 
com ple tion of teaching de grees at the 5-12 and K-12 levels. Students in ter est ed 
in teach ing at the 5-12 and K-12 levels must be ad mit ted to BOTH their major 
program and pro fes sion al ed u ca tion. 

Formal evaluation of prior academic professional ed u ca tion preparation will be 
evaluated by the coordinator of Initial Licensure. Formal ap prov al of coursework 
is based on course de scrip tions, syllabi, samples of completed work and/or fi eld 
ex pe ri ence eval u a tions.

All stu dents working toward a 5-12 or K-12 teaching degree must be ad mit ted 
to professional education pri or to en roll ment in Block 2 coursework. Ap pli ca-
 tion to pro fes sion al ed u ca tion should be made when the fol low ing re quire ments 
have been met: 
- a minimum of 32 earned se mes ter credit hours 
- a minimum 2.75 cumulative GPA
- evidence of registration for the Minnesota Teacher Licensure Examinations   
  (MTLE) Basic Skills exam.
- enrollment or completion of KSP 220
- “C” grade in ENG 101
- “C” grade in General Education Math

A multifaceted Professional Education application exists. Students are re quired to 
complete a writing assessment. Please con sult the Offi ce of Academic Advising 
(117 Armstrong Hall) for ap pli ca tion and deadlines.

Admission is competitive. Achievement at the 2.75 level and completion of 
all prerequisite courses qualifi es students for the applicant pool but does not 
guar an tee admission to the K-12 and Secondary program.

Advising. Students are assigned an advisor in their con tent area (major). 
In addition the KSP department pro vides advising pri or to reg is tra tion each 
semester. For more information stop by 313 Armstrong Hall. Faculty in each 
block provide individual and group ad vis ing. Career coun sel ing is in te grat ed 
throughout all blocks.

Field Experiences. A major component of pro fes sion al education coursework 
involves fi eld ex pe ri enc es in various settings. These ex pe ri enc es are grad u at ed 
in ex pec ta tion, time commitment, and skills prac tice through out all four blocks. 
Mul ti ple methods of as sess ment are used and ev i dence col lect ed to provide a 
view of the fi eld students’ skills and dis po si tions. These meth ods include direct 
ob ser va tions of clinical ac tiv i ties by pub lic school and university fac ul ty, the use 
of vid eo taped les sons, and ac tiv i ties for self-as sess ment, use of logs, par tic i pa tion 
in on-line ac tiv i ties, and par tic i pa tion in ac tiv i ties re fl ec tive of the pro fes sion al 
re spon si bil i ties of teach ers. Suc cess ful completion of each fi eld ex pe ri ence is 
nec es sary for pro gres sion into future fi eld ac tiv i ties (e.g., stu dent teaching). 

Background Checks. All fi eld placements are initiated by the Offi ce of Field 
Experience. Students involved in any fi eld experience need to undergo a national 
criminal background check prior to admittance to professional education and 
prior to student teaching. Students are responsible for the fees associated with the 
background checks. This information is provided to districts for their determina-
tion of suitability for placement. The Offi ce of Field Experience coordinates the 
background check process.

Teacher Licensure. Please contact Gail Orcutt, Li cen sure Coordinator, in 118 
Armstrong Hall for ques tions in regard to the licensure process. The Uni ver si ty 
rec om mends li cen sure to a state upon students’ com ple tion of a li cen sure pro gram. 
Licensure does not oc cur au to mat i cal ly through grad u a tion and the award ing of 
a di plo ma. Stu dents need to make application for a Min ne so ta teach ing license 
at the close of the term in which they grad u ate. The College of Ed u ca tion, 118 
Armstrong Hall, coordinates the licensure process. In ad di tion to program re quire-
 ments, students must successfully complete the Minnesota Teacher Licensure 
Examinations (MTLE) including the Basic Skills exam the pedagogical exam and 
the content specifi c exam(s) for licensure. Min ne so ta state law re quires that all 
can di dates applying for initial li cen sure in this state be fi n ger print ed for national 
back ground checks. A con duct review statement will also need to be com plet ed 
and signed. There is a fee for the crim i nal back ground check. There is also a fee 
for the is su ance of a State of Min ne so ta teaching li cense.

POLICIES/INFORMATION

GPA Policy. Coursework in professional education re quires a grade of “C” or 
better.  A cumulative career GPA of 2.75 is required. 

Admission to Major. Admission to major is granted by the academic de part ment 
in which the student pro pos es to major. Earned grade of “C” or better in Goal 
Area 1 (ENG Comp) and Goal Area 4 (MATH).

Admission to Professional Education. See previous section.

P/N Grading Policy. Grades are re quired in all pro fes sion al education course-
work ex cept cours es that are offered on a P/N basis only.

Student Teaching.  (119 Armstrong Hall) 
Director of Field Experiences: Carol Werhan, Ph.D.
Student teach ing at Minnesota State Mankato is a re sults-oriented, per for mance 
based 16-week program re quir ing the demonstration of an acceptable level of 
teach ing performance. This performance is in the ar eas of planning and prepa-
ration, enhancing the learn ing environment, teaching for student learn ing, and 
pro fes sion al ism. Multiple methods of assessment are used and ev i dence collected 
to provide a view of the student teach er’s skills and dis po si tions. These meth ods 
in clude di rect observations of teaching activities by pub lic school and university 
faculty, the use of vid eo taped les sons and ac tiv i ties for self-assessment, use of 
logs, par tic i pa tion in on-line activities, and par tic i pa tion in ac tiv i ties re fl ec tive 
of the professional re spon si bil i ties of teach ers (e.g., parent conferences). The 
Director of Field Ex pe ri ence re quests placements for all student teachers in 
partner districts. Stu dent teach ers should not contact schools regarding their 
place ment. Ad mis sion to the stu dent teach ing ex pe ri ence is con tin gent upon 
com ple tion of all course work in major, a cu mu la tive grade point av er age of 2.5, 
grades of “C” or better for all professional education  re quire ments, ad mis sion 
to teach er/pro fes sion al ed u ca tion, com ple tion of all meth ods and pro fes sion al 
ed u ca tion course work (ex cept KSP 475), com ple tion and val i da tion of formal 
application ma te ri als one se mes ter in ad vance of the student teach ing semester 
(ob tain spe cifi  c dates from 119 Armstrong Hall), at ten dance at all pre lim i nary 
stu dent teach ing meeting(s), sub mis sion of scores on the PRAXIS I (Read ing/
Writ ing/Math) tests, rec om men da tion of ad vi sor. Also approval of placement 
by school district administration, cooperating teacher and Di rec tor of Field 
Ex pe ri ence, and com ple tion of national criminal back ground check ma te ri als. 
Ap pli ca tion ma te ri als are avail able in 119 Armstrong Hall.

LIBRARY MEDIA EDUCATION

Library Media Education courses offer instruction and experience in ac quir ing, 
administering, eval u at ing, pro duc ing, organizing and using print, au dio vi su al, 
and elec tron ic media. Today’s rapid expansion of in for ma tion is char ac ter ized by 
a great variety of media through which knowledge is re cord ed and dis trib ut ed. 
Now and in the future, libraries and in for ma tion cen ters must deal with transfer 
of data and in for ma tion in all for mats. Ed u ca tors must meet the in for ma tion 
needs, rang ing from rec re ation al to re search, of preschool chil dren to adults.

COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

KSP 101 (3) Exploring and Applying Values
This course focuses on students’ personal history, ethical views and values. Stu-
 dents will be asked to state and apply those views and values to current political 
and social issues. A service-learning experience is required for this class.

KSP 105 (1) Library Orientation
A basic course to help students become familiar with the library of Minnesota 
State Mankato and the use of in for ma tion resources.

KSP 106 (1) Education & Culture in the United States
Course gives students new to this country and to the U.S. higher education a 
broad overview of the U.S. educational system and provides a forum for dis cus-
 sion and comparison of customs and beliefs as they affect relationships among 
students and professors.
Pre: International Student  

KSP 200 (3) Critical Issues in Public Education Today
This course will engage students in an indepth exploration of how the challenges 
and demands imposed by an ever evolving diverse, legalistic, politically minded, 
and technologically driven society impact public education in America today. 
Students will research central issues and critically analyze to foster ethical and 
civil responsible decision making.

KSP 202 (2) Technology Integration in the Classroom

Applied to ed u ca tion al 
settings. Requires 18 hours clinical service learn ing experience (out of class).

Teacher candidates develop understanding of cognitive, language, personal and 
social development for implications on teaching in the inclusive classroom.

KSP 235 (3) Human Development
Designed for non-teacher education students, this is a general education course 
considering human development from a life span perspective.

KSP 250 (3) Social Justice in School and Community
Analyzing justice as it relates to education and the criminal justice system. Em-
 pha sis is on comparing Retributive Systems with the newer Restorative Justice. 
Active learning methods in the classroom, schools and communities, including 
service-learning.

KSP 251 (3) Coming of Age: Gender and Culture
Students will become aware of diverse experiences of coming of age and will 
refl ect on their own experiences. Diversity of ex pe ri enc es presented will in clude: 
race/ ethnicity, gender, sexual orientation, religion, socio-economic class, ability/
disability and na tion al i ty.

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KSP 260 (3) Creating Global Awareness through Studying Abroad
A companion course for students studying abroad. Pre-departure preparation, in 
country experiential learning and refl ection and reentry debriefi ng will maximize 
the study abroad experience. Students develop critical thinking, interpersonal 
communication skills and dispositions for living in a global environment.

KSP 290 (1-2) Workshop
Short-term workshops dealing with specifi c subjects germane to the broader dis-
ciplines with in Educational Foundations: Social/Philosophic Issues in Ed u ca tion, 
Development and Learning Psychology, Human Relations and Cultural Diversity, 
Research and Assessment/ Evaluation, and Teaching in Higher Ed u ca tion.

KSP 301 (2) Instructional Media Utilization
Instructional media used in the elementary classroom is demonstrated and used 
by the students. Resource selection and evaluation is stressed. Electronic media, 
computer-aided instruction, telecommunications, and standard classroom me dia 
applications are stressed.

KSP 320 (2) Special Student in the General Classroom
Provides general education majors with information and strategies including the 
special needs students in the regular classroom.

KSP 330 (5) Planning, Instruction, and Evaluation in the Classroom
The course is designed to guide K-12 and 5-12 teacher candidates through 
the design, implementation, and assessment of a standards-based curriculum. 
Candidates will analyze standards, create assessments, and design and delivery 
of instruction in a fi eld-site.
Fall, Spring
 
KSP 334 (3) Assessing the Post-Secondary Learner
Course content addresses formal and informal, standardized evaluation of learn er 
achievement in the classroom and programmatic evaluation. Assigned projects 
will accommodate the student’s present/future professional career track.

KSP 404 (2) Curriculum Applications of Technology in Education
To prepare pre-service and in-service teachers to use technology in the el e men-
 ta ry classroom. Applications to each content area will be considered. Graduate 
students will have additional course requirements.

KSP 407 (2) Teaching in a Multicultural Society
Adaptation of curriculum, classroom organization and teaching practices. Grad u-
 ate students will have additional course requirements.
 
KSP 408 (3) Teaching to the K-12 ELL Student
Instructional media used in the elementary classroom is demonstrated and used 
by the students. Resource selection and evaluation is stressed. Electronic me-
dia, computer aided instruction, telecommunications, and standard classroom 
media applications are stressed. Graduate students will have additional course 
re quire ments.
 
KSP 415 (2) Materials for Younger Children
Examination of print and audiovisual media for younger children birth to age 
seven. Identifi cation selection sources to identify materials. Evaluation of re-
 sourc es, including but not limited to, research collections, discussion groups, 
and electronic periodicals. Graduate students will have additional course 
re quire ments.
 
KSP 417 (3) Materials for Children
Print, audiovisual and electronic media: their selection, evaluation, and use with 
children in grades K-6. 3 credit section includes storytelling. Graduate students 
will have additional course requirements.
 
KSP 425 (2) Reading and Writing in the Secondary School
Concepts, objectives, procedures and reading in subject matter fi eld. Graduate 
students will have additional course requirements.

KSP 440 Creating Learning Environments to Engage Children, Families, 
and Community
Teacher candidates will further develop processes for creating and sustaining a 
classroom learning environment that enables success for all learners, including 
interacting with diverse families, school colleagues, and representatives from 
community agencies to support student engagement and learning.
Fall, Spring
Co-req: KSP 440, KSP 442

KSP 442 (3) Reading, Literacy, and Differentiated Instruction in Inclusive 
Classrooms
Teacher candidates will develop skills in differentiated instruction, reading and 
content-based literacy in inclusive classrooms. Teacher candidates will integrate 
prior knowledge of diverse learners, developmental models of learning, and cur-
riculum and instruction into a comprehensive understanding of teaching.
Fall, Spring
Co-req: KSP 440, KSP442

KSP 450 (3) Human Relations in a Multicultural Society
Study of interpersonal skills. Motivation, and group skills. Applied to ed u ca tion al 
settings. Required 18 hours clinical service learning experience (out-of-class). 
Meets State of Minnesota human relations requirement for teacher li cen sure. 
Graduate students will have additional course requirements.
 
KSP 451 (1-3) Cultural Diversity Internship
Opportunity for “hands-on” immersion experience in a culturally diverse setting. 
This may be faculty-led or self-designed by students with prior approval by the 
instructor. The experience will include: cultural orientation, site-based experi-
ence, debriefi ng and refl ection.
Pre: KSP 220W or KSP 450  
 
KSP 460 (2-4) Practicum
Practical experience set up between faculty, student, and on-site supervisor.

KSP 461 (3) Service Learning: Theory and Practice
A focus on service-learning; planning, implementation, evaluation and celebra-
tion of service-learning as program, activity, class and integration into academic 
study.

KSP 464 (1) Professional Seminar
Content focus is on professional rights, responsibilities, and development; 
student rights and responsibilities; and legal issues regarding data privacy and 
confi dentiality. Skills of professional development, inquiry, refl ection, coaching, 
and collaboration will be developed, practiced, and monitored.
Fall, Spring

KSP 465 (3) Filmmaking
Students will produce a short digital fi lm incorporating the fi ve phases and ten 
planning stages of fi lmmaking. The role independent fi lm plays in a culturally 
diverse society will be illustrated and discussed. Examples of each genre will be 
examined.

KSP 475 (1) The Social Context of Learning
Explores the relationship of the school and community as well as the re la tion ships 
and roles of the teacher, student, and the school. Knowledge of the social, histori-
cal, philosophical foundations of education, school law, fi nance and gov er nance, 
ethics, democracy and multiculturalism is explored. Requires twelve hours of 
out-of-class clinical experience.
Pre: Recommended for fi nal semester of Professional Education.  

KSP 476 (11) K-12 Student Teaching
Student teaching in the K-12 schools including weekly seminar for K-12 ma-
 jors.
Pre: Admission to student teaching.  
Coreq: KSP 475  
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KSP 477 (11) 5-12 Student Teaching
Student teaching in the secondary school including weekly seminar for 5-12 
majors.
Pre: admission to student teaching.  

KSP 478 (5) Supplementary Student Teaching
Student teaching in the elementary school including weekly seminar for K-12 
majors.
Pre: Admission to student teaching  
Coreq: KSP 476 and KSP 475  

KSP 479 (3) Grant Writing and Program Funding
Procedures for designing research, writing proposals and requests for grants, 
contracts and funding from external resources; grant administration. Graduate 
students will have additional course requirements.

KSP 480 (1-3) Seminar
In depth study and narrow focus on an educational topic. Students do extended 
research outside of class and defend their research in class. Graduate students 
will have additional course requirements.

KSP 482 (3-6) Enrichment Experience Secondary
Student teaching projects determined jointly between student and advisor.
Coreq: KSP 477 or KSP 476  

KSP 483 (2) Supervision of Student Teaching
To assist K-12 classroom teachers in developing their skills for supervising 
pre-service and student teachers. Graduate students will have additional course 
re quire ments.

KSP 489 (1-3) Selected Topics
Specifi c focus on an educational topic that may be taught as a regular curse such 
as: Topic: Web Resources for the Classroom (usually a group requests a specifi c 
topic.) Graduate students will have additional course requirements.

KSP 490 (1-6) Workshop
Specifi c focus on an educational topic that is conducted for a special group. 
Graduate students will have additional course requirements.

KSP 491 (1-4) In-Service
Specifi c course designed to meet changing educational trends. Graduate stu dents 
will have additional course requirements.

KSP 497 (1-8) Internship
On-the-job training. Work is jointly supervised by the academic unit and the 
cooperating institution.

KSP 499 (1-6) Individual Study
Student and faculty agree upon a specifi c unit of study. Student presents unit to 
faculty member for evaluation.
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
